1) Kitchen HVAC sytem was replaced

2) Brush and trees were cut down behind the Food Pantry. Six volunteers; debris chipped back
into the brush area.

3) A gas leak occurred 12/22. Gas company came out an located leak; a single line was shut off.
No material impact on church operations is expected. Fix should be done within 10 days.
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2. What specific items of celebration or concern would you like to share?

The brush and tree cleanup at the Food Pantry occurred over two Saturdays. It was a blessing
that there were enough volunteers to accomplish the task.

The Coptic Church will be renting the Sanctuary on Jan. 6. This is good news in that we have
reached the point where outside groups are starting to come back. Space rental is a budgeted
income line.

3. What are your objectives for the next month? What church priority does each objective address?

1) HVAC maintenance agreement will be signed for 2022. This is the first contract since 2018;
should help with HVAC maintenance costs in the long run.

2) Inventory of capital equipment, particularly IT equipment, is on the agenda going into 2022.

3) It is expected that the purchase proposal from the City for the widening of Sudley Rd. will come
in January.
